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Instructions for Energy Detectives 
Energy Detectives have an important role to ensure that the School does not waste energy. Here are instructions for the Detectives. 

1. Decide who is responsible for being a Detective in different rooms in the school. Make sure that there is someone to inspect each room, including the staff room, toilets, office and corridors. 

2. Decide when you will be carrying our Energy Detective work, and how often. For example, once a week, every Monday lunchtime. 

3. Use the Energy Detective forms to record if any lights are turned off when rooms are unoccupied, that doors are kept closed when heating is on, if there are any computers and laptops turned off when not being used and so on. Keep these forms safely in a file. 
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4. You could also hand out traffic light cards to classes. 

Give each class a copy of the Chart, and hand out red / orange / green cards at the end of each week. You could place these cards on the Chart with blu-tak. 

A green card is for classes that turn lights and equipment off when the class is empty, a yellow card is awarded when some things are left on, and a red card is for many lights and equipment being left on or if they are ‘repeat offenders’. 
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5. Think after a while, is the behaviours of pupils and teachers changing? Are they turning off equipment and lights more often? 

a. If they are, remember to thank them for helping to save energy
b. If they are not, remind them how important it is to save energy in the school to reduce carbon emissions and keep costs down
6. The Energy Team will also need to think about how to remind others to save energy, for example to design posters and place them around the school, to present during assembly, to write a piece in the school newsletter if there is one, and more.
